As you read and contemplate the life of Abram [Abraham later], describe the scene from 
Genesis.  How does Stephen give additional light on this episode in Abrams’ life? [from 
the Acts reference].  What are God’s people to remember according to the writing of 
Isaiah?

Similarly, how are God’s people today?

READ Hebrews 11:8

What key words do you find challenging in this verse?  

READ Genesis 12:4-9

4.
From this passage (especially vs.9), how might the Israelite people (later in their history) 
recall their beginnings?  How can we, likewise, imitate this early journey of Abram?

READ Genesis 12:10-20

To where does Abram go and why, according to this passage.

What worries Abram enough to cause him to lie regarding his wife?  (How can fear 
sometimes cloud our own vision?)

How does God protect the purity of Sarai?  Who, basically, suffers as a result of this 
deception?

READ Genesis 13

8.
Why do Lot and Abram separate?  Why does Lot choose the particular land he sees?  
After he leaves, what promise does God make to Abram?

READ Genesis 14

9.
Following the victory over the four invading kings, who meets Abram? (vs. 18)  What 
significant event takes place between them.

READ Genesis 15, Hebrews 7:1

After the meeting Abram has with Melchizedek, Who now appears to Abram and 
what 
promise is made to him?

READ Genesis 17:1-8, 9-10,15-19

11.
To what do these verses point in the future?  What appears to be impossible to 
accomplish in the natural world?   

READ Genesis 18:1-15, 19:29-38

12.
To what coming event does God promise -- how soon will it be taking place?

13.
What is the origin of the Moabites and Ammonites?

Read Romans 4.  After reading through all these chapters, why do you think Abraham is considered the ‘father of our faith’?
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
