LESSON 5

ISAIAH 1:1

Please note that the references included in the questions are for your help only.  Unless the question specifically refers to the reference you may opt to use them or not.  [* NAB reference differs]


READ Isaiah 1:1  In this lesson we will look into the lives and reigns of the four kings mentioned in this passage.  

1. 
 Aside from the mention of the four kings, how is this book introduced in the Scripture?

READ 2 Kings 15:1-7 and 2 Chronicles 26

2.
According to the passage in 2 Kings, what are we told about the reign of Azariah (also known as Uzziah)?

3.
From the 2 Chronicles passage, who enabled Uzziah to seek the Lord his God?  (26:5)  In the same verse, what benefit was this for him?

4.
From vss. 8-15, what are some of the specific areas in which God gave him success?  Note the second part of vs.15.  What does this seem to foreshadow?

5.
According to vs. 16, how did his pride manifest itself?  Who challenges him in this action?  (vss. 17-18)  What was the result of Uzziah’s stubborness and arrogance?


Who is appointed to represent the king at this time?  (vs. 21)  What remaining remarks are made regarding the reign of Uzziah?

READ  2 Kings 15:32-38 and 2 Chronicles 27:1-9

6.
From the 2 Kings passage what is said about Jotham?  What does this passage also say about the practices of the people? (vs.36 [*35])  What problem comes upon Judah according to verse 37?

7.
From the Chronicles reading, how does this confirm the practices of the people of Judah as noted in the 2 Kings passage? (vs. 2)  What additional information are we given about Jotham in the remaining verses?

READ
2 Kings 16:1-20 and 2 Chronicles 28

8.
Compare the two readings.  What, basically, is different in the life of Ahaz compared to the previous 2 kings and David?  Whose lifestyle does he imitate? (2 Chronicles 28:2-4)

9.
From vss. 5-7, what are the results of his apostasy?  From vss. 8-14, who intercepts the prisoners captured by Israel?  What does he tell the Israelites they must do?  Who were the others that joined in the admonition regarding the disposition of the captured Judeans?   From vs. 15 what acts of kindness were afforded the captives?

10.
From 2 Chronicles 28:16-27.  Describe the events that take place in these verses.  What does he substitute for the Living God and what are the results?

READ 2 Kings 18:1-12 along with the 2 Chronicles references

11.
Read the 2 Kings passage.  How is Hezekiah described in these verses?  (We will be studying Isaiah 35-39 which will cover events beginning with the 14th year of his reign.)

12.
Read and give your thoughts or impressions on the following: 2 Chronicles 29:1-2,3,5-8, 20, 28-30, 35b-36; 2 Chronicles 30:1-27; 31:1-21


How was Hezekiah different than those who had gone before him?

13.
After searching through the times of these four kings, we now embark on the prophet himself.   What is your impression of the spiritual state of the four kings and even the nation of Judah as well?
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
