BOOK OF THE PROPHET ISAIAH

LESSON 9

ISAIAH 11:1-16:14

NOTE:  If any question is too difficult, go on to the next one. Try to return to it later if time permits.  Always invoke the Holy Spirit before beginning your study.  Please note that the references included in the questions are for your help only.  Unless the question specifically refers to the reference you may opt to use them or not.  [* NAB reference differs]


Read Isaiah 11:1-16

1.
Compare the closing verses of chapter 10 with verse 1 of chapter 11.  What is the 
difference you can see?  


Who is Jesse?  (Ruth 4:17; 1 Samuel 17:58; Acts 11:22-23)  


Take each phrase of vs. 2 and give some thought to the qualifications listed for the 
‘branch’ mentioned in vs.1.  (Acts 10:3; 1 Corinthians 1:30; James 3:17; Psalm 16:7; 
Matthew 12:18; Luke 4:18)  


Consider vss.3-5.  What does this describe?  (John 7:21-24; 8:15-16; 


1 Corinthians 2:13-15; Psalm 45:6-7; 72:1-4; 12-14)  


Read vss. 6-9.  What period of time do these scenes appear to represent?

2.
Read through vss. 10-16.  How would you describe what is taking place here?  
(Romans 15:12; Revelation 22:16; Genesis 49:10; John 3:14-15; 12:32; Matthew 2:1-2; 
Matthew 8:11; 12:21; Luke 2:32; Romans 15:9-12)

Read Isaiah 12:1-6

3.
Having described the hope for the future in the preceding chapter, over all -- what is the 
theme of this chapter?  


Take each verse and contemplate how this would encourage those who are beaten 
down, 
dispersed and without hope in the nations of Judah and Israel.  Following this, 
how would each verse here also encourage and strengthen you?


We begin a series of oracles concerning other nations.  We will touch briefly on each 
nation mentioned in Isaiah 13-23.  These follow at the end of the cycle of Messianic 
prophesies.

Read Isaiah 13:1-22.

4.
As you read through this oracle, to whom is this directed?  


What seems to be the condition of this nation?  


How does God manifest His own power over nations and the entire world?  


What are your personal thoughts here?

Read Isaiah 14:1-32

5.
In a break from the pronouncements against Babylon, who does Isaiah focus upon in 
14:1-4.  What does he have to say about their situation at this time?  Who will join with 
Israel?

6.
Read through to vs. 23 -- still the focus is Babylon.  


What contrasts do you see in these verses?  (especially vs.7 and others).



How might you also look at the present world and see God’s actions as well?   


How does God deal with national pride and pomp?  (compare with Ezekiel 28:1-10 and 


Matthew 11:22-24)

7.
Read through 14:24-27.  What is the nation of Assyria now warned against?


Read through vss. 28-32.  By what event is this oracle dated?  


What appears to have been the actions of the Philistines?   What comfort is assured to 
God’s own people?  What are your thoughts on this?

Read Isaiah 15:1-16:14

8.
What is the origin of this nation?  (Genesis 19:31-38)  (They have had a history of 
oppression against Israel.)  


What does this oracle prophecy?  


Consider chapter 16 (especially vss.1-5).  What hope for those afflicted in Moab is 
described in these verses?  Note 16:13-14.  


What time frame is specifically mentioned here?  What woman from Matthew 1:5 was a 
native 
of this nation?  (Ruth 1:1-5)
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
